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	“Dad cherished his comradeship and friendships with his mates in the 15th Field Ambulance and the 10th Field Ambulance.  He held lifelong friendships with his mates from the 2nd world war and loved to catch up at the reunions particularly.
He always read over all newsletters from the 15th and the 10th and would tell his stories to me about these experiences. Here are some of the Official facts from the Dept of Defence, Statement of Service:
